Clubs and organisations booking their own course(s) agree to have read and be bound by our Terms and Conditions. 


By booking our course(s), all learners agree to attend all modules associated with the course(s). Failure to do so will 
result in non-qualification. This is in line with guidance set by The FA. 


Booking Procedure and Pricing 
All bookings should be made through completing the Course Application Form, found here and sending it to 
courses@amatuer-fa.com. This form must be submitted at least 28 days before the proposed start date  for the 
course to be accepted. The Amateur Football Alliance will confirm the course once  the tutor(s) are finalised.  


The club or organisation are responsible for sourcing and paying for a venue to host the course(s). Any venue chosen 
to host a course must fulfil the necessary criteria. This includes classroom space with access to audio-visual 
equipment and Wi-Fi, as well as a playing pitch (grass or 3G surface). Full criteria can be obtained by contacting 
courses@amateur-fa.com. 


The Amateur Football Alliance will need to undertake a risk assessment prior to the course and will require you to 
give access to the venue and provide other essential details. We reserve the right to cancel your booking and provide 
no refund if you fail to assist us in undertaking this compulsory task.

Registration  
You need to provide us with a list of all learners who are going to attend at least 14 days prior to the course start 
date. We require their full name, date of birth, full address, sex, ethnicity, email address, home and mobile numbers 
plus emergency name and contact number. You agree to provide true, accurate and complete information about your 
learners. We reserve the right to cancel your booking and provide no refund if we discover you have provided us with 
inaccurate information or if you fail to provide the information by the deadline.  


If any learners are under 18 years of age when a course starts, then we will need consent from the relevant parent or 
guardian. A copy of the Parental Consent Form, is found here and should be sent to courses@amateur-fa.com once 
completed by the parent or guardian. If parental consent is not given, the learner will not be able to attend the 
course.

Medical Conditions and Accessibility 
You must declare in writing, any relevant disabilities, injuries or illnesses or medical history that may affect any 
learner’s participation in the course. We must also be advised in writing, if learners have any medical issues (including 
asthma, diabetes, epilepsy or allergies) that the staff running the course may need to be aware of. We pride ourselves 
on making our courses accessible to all, so please note, that a declaration of any injury or illness does not 
automatically preclude learners from any course. However, should learners choose not to disclose information, the 
Amateur Football Alliance shall not be held liable if learners are unable to complete the course. 


All learners must follow Covid-19 protocols in place for the course. These will include, but not limited to, completing a 
self-screening questionnaire the day before each course date and wearing a face mask for all indoor modules.   


Pre-Requisite Qualifications 
Learners can only participate in the course if they hold the appropriate pre-requisite qualifications. These 
requirements will be highlighted by the Amateur Football Alliance when confirming your booking, but include being at 
least 16 years of age and completing both The FA’s Guide to the Laws of the Game and Safeguarding Children Course. 
Any learner registered on a course, that does not meet the course pre-requisites will not be able to attend. If a 
learner feels there is a reasonable explanation as to why they cannot fulfil the pre-requisite qualifications, you must 
contact us in writing at least 7 days prior to the course starting and we will determine whether it is an acceptable 
exemption. 


Course Delivery 
All courses will be conducted in English and therefore  learners are required to be able to communicate effectively in 
English (this includes listening, speaking, reading and writing).  


Alterations and No Shows 
If you wish to alter course dates, you must inform us at least 14 days prior to the course starting. If this can be 
facilitated, you will be charged an administration fee of 10% of the full course cost. If you have already transferred 
course dates previously, the administration fee for any future transfers is 50% of the full course cost. 


Once registered, learners may not be replaced by another individual. If you would like to change a learner, you must 
let us know at least 48 hours before the course starts. Failure to communicate with us will mean the learner cannot 
attend the course. 


Any learner who fails to attend the first day of your course, will not be able to attend the remaining course dates. If a 
learner fails to attend any other course modules, they will be expected to attend these relevant day(s) to complete 
the qualification by attending the dates of another course (subject to availability). Learners will be charged an 
administration fee of £10 per transfer day. 


Cancellation 
If you cancel your booking at least 28 days from the course start date, you are entitled to a full refund of your course 
fee. Cancelling between 10 and 27 days from the course start date, allows you to claim a refund of 50% of your course 
fee. If you cancel your booking with less than 10 days from the course start date, you are not entitled to a refund. 


The Amateur Football Alliance reserves the right to cancel your booking up to 7 days before the course start date if 
the minimum number of learners are not enrolled, to which you are entitled to claim a 50% refund. 


We reserve the right to cancel or rearrange course dates at any time if a third-party service provider cancels an 
element(s) of the course or for any other reason, which is outside of our control. If this occurs, we will give you as 
much notice as possible and work with you to rearrange any date(s). If you do not wish to rearrange and the course 
has not started, you are entitled to a full refund of the course fee.
