General
1.
The second UK Headquarters 6-a-side football tournament for will take place at Aldershot 3G football pitch on Wed 20 Jun 18.  Army Football Development aims to encourage both male and female soldiers and officers to participate in football at all levels of the game; this event is primarily aimed at personnel who are not currently taking part in organised Army football.  
Aim

2.
The aim of this tournament is to provide UK Headquarters’ personnel, an opportunity to play football; Women’s and Men’s team applications are at Annex A and Annex B respectively.  
Co-ordinating Instructions
3.
Timings.  The tournament will be conducted on Wed 20 Jun 18, with games anticipated to start at 1300hrs and conclude by 1630hrs.  A presentation of tournament prizes will commence at approximately 1645hrs. 
4.
Rules.  The rules of the tournament are detailed below; Women’s and Men’s competitions will be conducted concurrently.  

a.
Team Size.  Both competitions will be 6-a-side with up to 2 substitutes. Each Headquarters can field more than one team if they have sufficient numbers.  

b.
Team Composition.  Players from the same Headquarter establishment are eligible to enter teams in both the Women’s and Men’s competitions.  In respect of the Women’s competition, guest players from subordinate units can be invited to backfill any spaces in addition to at least one Headquarter representative.


c.
Tournament Format.  Both the Women’s and Men’s competitions will take the form of group stages, culminating with two teams playing in a final.  Depending on the number of entries, each team should expect to play at least 5 games.

Service Support

Finance.  There is no cost to enter the tournament.  Trophies/mementoes will be awarded to all particpants.  Any travel/subsistence costs will be borne by the participating Headquarters.

Feeding.  Packed lunches will be available for participants on the day of the tournament.  Lunch requirements must be included on the team application form.

Equipment.  Each team should supply their own kit and team colours must be annotated on the application form (bibs will be provided if there are colour clashes between competing teams).  Each player will require shinpads and footwear appropriate for 3G and/or a grass playing surface – metal studs nor jewellery are to be worn.  The final decision on kit/equipment will rest with tournament officials.

Medical.  First Aid will be provided on site; serious injuries are to be treated as a 999 call.

Discipline.  A high standard of discipline must be adhered to at all times.
