THE FA EDUCATION
COURSE UPDATES


During the period of lockdown, discussions at a national level have been ongoing relating to the future of coach
education, including courses delivered by County FAs. As a result of this review, The FA has announced the 
decision that all coach education delivery will be moving across to an online learning platform, administered by 
The FA centrally, with e�ect from March 2021. 


Birmingham County FA has been delivering Coach Education courses for many years and we have prided 
ourselves that our organisation, delivery and service to grassroots clubs and their workforce has been a beacon 
for the county. We are fully aware of the impact that Coach Education has across the county in support of the
grassroots workforce and we are truly disappointed that we are no longer able to deliver our programme.
 
In relation to referee-specific courses, we are currently in the planning process with a view to start delivering
courses from summer 2021. This course is aimed at people 14 years and over.

Moving forward, Birmingham County FA will be organising and delivering a full Coach Development 
Programme to support our football workforce who are beginning or continuing their journey in coaching. 
These sessions will people develop their skills and will allow attendees to better understand the next steps in 
their own coaching journey. This will be available to book from Summer 2021. All other courses are listed below 
and can be found here. 


STEP 1:  
FA Playmaker - The FA Playmaker supported by BT is our new, free online entry-level football course perfect for 
anyone interested in taking a more active role in grassroots football. You will need to complete this before booking
the Introduction to Coaching Football (previously known as the FA Level 1 Coaching Course. 
STEP 2: 
The FA Introduction to Coaching Football – New course launching summer 2021, this new course will 
be replacing the FA Level 1 coaching qualification which is no longer available. (FA Safeguarding Children
and Introduction to First Aid in Football included) 
 
The FA Level 2 Coaching Course – will now be known as ‘UEFA C License’ - more information to follow.  
The FA Level 3 Coaching Course – will now be known as ‘UEFA B License’ - more information to follow.  
If any UEFA C and/or B course are available within our County they will be promoted on all social media platforms.

BCFA have a knowledgeable and experienced Safeguarding Team, with the recruitment of Andrew Wheeler
as Designated Safeguarding Lead and Sarah Willis as Designated Safeguarding O�cer and Respect Lead.
 
We are proud of our Club and League Welfare O�cer network which provides support for volunteers, parents 
and children. Each youth club has at least one trained Club Welfare O�cer (CWO) who is there to assist the 
member club in the provision of safeguarding. Each youth competition has at least one League Welfare O�cer 
(LWO) that support our CWO network. Our role at BCFA is to support both CWO and LWOs through training, 
forums and updates. If you would like to know more about this support, or you feel you are missing out, 
please contact us on the details below.
 
Anyone working within regulated activity with children is required to have a Disclosing and Barring Service Check 
(DBS) carried out through The FA before they work with children. Going through this process allows all clubs to 
adhere to their safer recruitment policies, ensuring that the right people are working within football. 
Each Club Welfare O�cer has the ability to manage their own DBS checks so they are always aware who is clear
to work in regulated activity. In addition to this, Birmingham County FA operate a 90, 60, 30 day email reminder 
service for individuals enclosing details on how they can renew their DBS.

Birmingham County FA, as with all County Football Associations, is regulated by the National Football 
Association in line with the Child Protection in Sport Unit of the NSPCC. The County FA regularly meet with the 
local authorities and local safeguarding children’s boards, moreover we have active dialogue across all County 
Councils to ensure we remain compliant to all legislation.
 
For the third year Birmingham County FA have complied with and passed a recent independent Safeguarding
Operating Standard Assessment which is a mandatory requirement for all County FA’s.
 
Our education courses have recently moved to a digital model. We continue o�er the Safeguarding/Welfare 
O�cer Courses for learners:


- Online Committee Members Course
- Safeguarding Children
- Safeguarding For All
- Virtual Welfare O�cer Workshop
 
These and other online courses o�er learners a greater understanding of Safeguarding children for anybody that
works within football, regardless of your involvement. The Welfare O�cer Workshop will give all Club Welfare 
O�cer the relevant knowledge of how to deal with any safeguarding issues within their club, ensuring that the 
club is safeguarding compliant.
