CLUB
HISTORY

The club was founded in 1919 as the Royal Engineers (Ordnance Survey
Office) FC by soldiers returning from the First World War (although
there is a record of matches being played by Ordnance Survey Royal
Engineers against The Gentlemen of Tenby in 1888).

The club simplified its name in 1929 to Ordnance Survey’ but the side
struggled in the bottom three or four places in the league, reaching
rock bottom of Division Two in 1930/31. The club won the Senior
Division One title twice in 1982/83 and 1992/93, and the Reserves
lifted the Junior ‘A’ Cup in 1993. The club grew from that year with a
3rd XI and a veteran’s XI being formed. The Veterans side had much
success winning Junior 6 in 1996 and gained successive promotions
before becoming founder members of the now very popular Veterans
League.

Fortunately, with the help of the local council, ‘Survey’ was relocated
to Lordshill Recreation Ground. The club knew that this was to be

a temporary arrangement and moved to their new home ground at
Stoneham Park in 2002.

During the 2007 close season, the club decided to enhance its name
by adding ‘AFC’ to Stoneham, which had an immediate effect with
AFC Stoneham winning the Hampshire Premier League in the 2007/08
season and reaching the final of the leagues Senior Cup.

The 2018/19 season was undoubtedly a fantastic one for the club
allowing us to take on the challenge of the Wessex Premier league
for the first time in our history. Our first-ever season in the Wessex
Premier League was curtailed due to the covid-19 pandemic however
we took huge positives from the season sitting 2nd in the league
when lockdown determined that the season became null and void.
We had already moved to our new £10m home in January whilst still
maintaining our old Chestnut Avenue ground for pre-season training
and games prior to its sad closure in October 2020.

The old ground will always be remembered with huge affection. It was
the place where the club wrote its recent history and where we were
allowed to grow and develop whilst we remained very ambitious to
progress further in our new home.

The Telecomunications Experts
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The Club was formed by John Foster and 3 other local lads as a
youth team for the village in 1969. Over the past 47 years the club has
progressed through the Southampton Junior & Senior Leagues to the
old Hants League in 1993, and then on to the Wessex League Division
3in 2004, becoming a founder member of the Hampshire Premier
League in 2007. After a 5 year struggle, circumstances forced the
club to resign midseason in 2012.

Good fortune was around the corner and we rejoined the league the
following season, taking the runners up spot which took us back into
the Senior Division with the reserves also taking the Combination
title. 2014/15 saw the First team take the Senior title and the strong
reserves gaining the Combination title for the second time.

Things then began to pick up for the club as we saw back to back
promotion the following 2 seasons. Due to ground improvements we
were now able to achieve promotion back into the Wessex League.
Finishing 3rd in the 2015/16 season was enough to secure that whilst
the Reserves once again won the Combination Title.

The 2016/17 season saw us become Wessex Division 1 Champions at
the first time of asking with a very dominant campaign, putting us
into the Wessex Premier for the very first time.

In the 2017/18 season we were now eligible to enter the FA Vase
competition and on our maiden campaign we made club history by
reaching the 5th Round which remains a record achievement, whilst
finishing in a respectable 10th league position.

The 2018/19 & 2019/20 seasons have seen the club establish

itself as a well respected member of the Wessex Premier League,
alongside the Reserves who secured the Wyvern Combination title in
2018/19 and were in a good position to retain it until the Coronavirus
pandemic halted all sport late into the 19/20 season.
