Notes for Applicant: 

It is crucial to supply evidence that is in line with The FA’s Dispensation Policy. Evidence needs to be relevant to each specific section of the application. Sheer weight of documentation will not be enough to sway the decision making process. Please note that we require all material supplied by a relevant medical/education professional to be on letter headed paper and to be dated no earlier than 6 months from the date of the application.  

Should the initial evidence you supply with the application not be complete, The FA may decide not to review your application. Should this be the case, you will be notified.
Once all the information is received, along with any other documentation you feel relevant, it will then be presented to both The FA’s Equality Manager and The FA’s Medical Services Team who will either approve or decline the application. Please note that their decision will be final and applicants will be notified of The FA’s decision by posted letter or email. 

The FA will endeavor to review your application within 2 weeks of your application. 
Should your application be unsuccessful, you will be given reason(s) as to why. Whilst there is no appeals process, applications may be reviewed in light of further evidence being submitted.
