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PROMOTION CRITERIA
SEASON 2018/19
Please note the following criteria must be complied with as a Promotion Candidate
LEVEL 7-6 AND 6-5 CANDIDATES

In order to fulfil the following criteria for Promotion, you must endeavour to attain the standards expected by the Promotions Board of the Shropshire Football Association.

1. Referee a MINIMUM of 20 matches between the 1st March 2018 and 28th February 2019.  
2. Promotion to Level 5 MUST involve regular Saturday afternoon football if pursuing Senior County Referee status
3. For Promotion to Level 6 Youth Football Matches Under 17/18 count, however the majority of Matches MUST be in ‘Open Age’ (Adult Football).
4. Advise the Referee Development Officer on which Leagues you will be refereeing. 
5. Keep in regular contact with your Referees Appointments Officer of the respective Leagues to advise him/her of your availability so that you may be assessed, and of any changes to those appointments. Failure to do this will have an impact on your promotion opportunity
6. Advise Tony Payne (Assessor Co-ordinator) of your matches for assessment 
7. Attend the Mandatory County FA Pre-Promotion Training Seminar on Tuesday 27th March
8. Attend 2 Mandatory Promotion Seminars on dates to be confirmed at Shropshire F.A. Failure to attend the seminars will remove you from promotion and also promotion candidates must achieve a 75% pass mark in the Laws of the Game examination
9. £25 Promotion Fee must be paid to the Shropshire FA before Tuesday 27th March
LEVEL 4 CANDIDATES
Current Level 5 Referees wishing to be nominated to the list of Supply League Contributory League Assistant Referees (Level 4) must conform to the following criteria. 
Level 4 candidates MUST involve regular Saturday afternoon football and officiate on your County F.A. Leagues 
1. Receive at least 5 assessments via the County Football Association 

2. Achieve an average assessment mark of 73 or above 

3. If 5 assessments have not been received (minimum of 3): you must finish in the top 50% of the leagues in which you operate 

4. Referee a minimum of 15 adult male/female matches in total during the period 1st March 2018 - 28th February 2019.
5. Must undertake a minimum of 10 appointments as Assistant Referee on adult ‘supply league’ matches during the period 1st March 2018 - 28th February 2019. This is usually the West Midlands Regional League or Midland Alliance.  
6. Must be prepared to referee Saturday and Midweek matches. 
7. Attend a F.A. Regional Level 4 Meeting (Date to be advised) This is mandatory
8. Pass a ‘regional’ Fitness Test for 2018-19, which is as follows: A continuous run of 12 minutes with the completion of a minimum distance of 2600 metres within that time. After a 15-minute break, two x 50 metre sprints, each in under 7.5 seconds. You must also supply a Blood Pressure Certificate from your Doctor, taken no more than 7 days prior to your test.
