APPENDIX B – STAR RATINGS

Four Star Rating - Senior Division

1. Playing strength to Senior standard (Clubs should finish first or second in Division 

One – any other application subject to approval by the Management Committee)

2.  Clubs must provide separate toilets and dressing rooms for each team, dimensions 

minimum 12 square metres excluding showers to include showers with a minimum 

of three working showerheads which must be located adjacent but not necessarily 

in the changing area and must not be accessible to the general public. Separate 

dressing room for match officials must have showers and toilet facilities en suite 

or adjoining. Toilet facilities for both Ladies and Gentlemen separate to those used 

by the Players and Match Officials must be available for public use within the 

ground. Shared toilet and shower facilities are not acceptable

3.  The playing area of the pitch shall be of grass and shall be to the Suffolk County 

Football Association Senior Cup rules (100 metres x 64 metres minimum). The 

playing area shall be completely cordoned off on all four sides by rope and/or 

railings which all spectators must be behind.  The ropes or railings must be no 

closer to the touch line than 2 metres. 

4.  A minimum of 20 metres between pitches must be available when a Senior match 

is being played.

5.  A proven sound administration

6.  A Committee to deal efficiently with Club matters with a member to welcome 

visiting teams and officials.

7.  Complimentary refreshments to be provided to players and match officials at halftime, while refreshments, tea, coffee etc. must be made available for spectators.

8.  A suitable first aid kit and stretcher available at all matches. It is recommended 

that all Senior Clubs have a qualified First Aider.

9.  The players starting the match must wear shirts individually and distinctively 

numbered 1-11 displayed on the back of the shirt and substitutes must wear 12-

17. All players must wear the number allocated to them on the team sheet. Shirts, 

shorts and socks must be distinctive from their opponents.

10.  Team Sheets containing the names of the players intending to be played (which 

may only be changed in exceptional circumstances for matches in the Senior 

Division, and from the 3rd round of the Bob Coleman Cup) will be presented to the 

match referee in the referee’s dressing room by both Clubs together, 30 minutes 

before the stated kick-off time. The four forms shall be signed by a recognised 

Club Official. An additional copy is made available for the ‘Press’ and both player’s 

first and surnames must be entered.

11.  The home Club shall provide two match balls and will ensure that a suitable 

football pump and adaptor is at the ground. The home Club will also have 

available Assistant referee flags.

12.  The Technical Area extends 1m on either side of the designated seated area and extends forward up to a distance of 1m from the touch line. In all matches, the number of the Club’s players and officials seated on the team benches in the 

Technical area must not exceed 8. A trainers hut or dug out to seat a minimum of 

8 (0.5 metres per person) must be provided for each team.

13.  Clubs failing to retain their listed standards shall be fined a minimum of £10 and a maximum of £50 per offence and could lose Senior status.

14.  Only one team official may convey tactical instructions to the players during the match and must return to his position after doing so. Both team officials, who 

shall be identified to the match officials, and nominated on the official team sheet, must remain within the confines of the technical area, and they must behave in a responsible manner. Breaches of this rule by occupants  of this area will be reported by the Referee, who shall have the power to impose sanctions as deemed fit.

Note for Referees

Referees are instructed to report any Senior Club who fails to meet any of the standards 

included above and the League’s continuing support of the Referee on the league’s Senior 

Division could be in question if referees fail to make reports where necessary (in 

accordance with Law 5).

Three Star Rating - Division One

1.  Clubs must provide separate dressing room, dimensions minimum 14 square 

metres excluding showers, to include either showers or bath, preferably en suite, 

but at least adjoining. Toilet facilities to be available in the players’ area. Separate 

dressing room for match officials must have showers and toilet facilities en suite 

or adjoining. Ladies and men’s toilets must be available for other personnel within 

the Club’s grounds.

2.  The playing area of the pitch shall be of grass

visiting teams and officials.

5.  A suitable first aid kit and stretcher available at all matches. 

6.  The players starting the match must wear shirts individually and distinctively

17. All players must wear the number allocated to them on the team sheet. Shirts, 

shorts and socks must be distinctive from their opponents.

7.  The home Club shall provide two match balls and will ensure that a suitable 

football pump and adaptor is at the ground. The home Club will also have 

available Assistant Referee flags.

8. Team Sheets containing the names of the players intending to be played will be 

presented to the match referee in the referee’s dressing room by both Clubs 

together, 30 minutes before the stated kick-off time. The three forms shall be 

signed by a recognised Club Official.

9. Designated spectator area opposite the manager/coach areas to be marked 2 

metres from the touch line by means of rope, cones or a white line.

10.  Clubs failing to retain their listed standards shall be fined a minimum of £10 and a 

maximum of £50 per offence and could lose their Division One status.

Two Star Rating – Other Divisions

1. Clubs must provide separate dressing rooms  minimum 14 square metres  with 

washing facilities and toilets for both teams and for the referee(s)

2.  The playing area of the pitch shall be of grass 

3.  A proven sound administration28

5.  A suitable first aid kit available at all matches. 

6.  The players starting the match must wear shirts individually and distinctively
