� Do what the referee tells me 

 
� Shake hands with the other team and referee at the end of the game 

 
� Listen to my coach/team manager and respect what he/she says 
 

� Talk to someone I trust, for example my parents or the club welfare 
officer if I’m unhappy about anything at my club.
