The Football Association showed its
continuing commitment to developing
girls' football when it conducted a
three-day workshop in Lesotho as part of
the UEFA-CAF Meridian Project. The visit
was unique on two fronts: it was the first
time that The FA's International
Development Programme has focused
specifically on girls' football; and the
workshop itself was delivered by three
17-year-old girls with support from

The FA's Donna Mclvor, Lucy Wellings
and Rachel Pavlou. The girls were
selected as the 'best young leaders' from
the 'Step into Sport' programme run in
partnership with the Youth Sport Trust.

The event also provided an ideal platform
from which to raise HIV awareness. Lesotho
is one of the many sub-Saharan African
countries ravaged by the HIV virus, which is
thought to infect around a third of the
country's population. Young girls are one of
the highest-risk groups.

During the workshop, Kicking AIDS Out
volunteers trained by the Maseru-based
OlympAfrica Youth Ambassadors Programme
(OYAP) conducted the HIV awareness
sessions.

The OYAP programme focuses on
empowering youth through sport and is run
by the Lesotho National Olympic Committee
and supported by Commonwealth Games
Canada and UK Sport.

"The programme for this visit was quite
ambitious," said Head of International
Relations Jane Bateman, “as not only are we
focusing on girls' football development in a
country where it is practically non-existent,
but we are also integrating serious health
messages into the delivery.

"We took three England team players to Malawi
earlier this year - Rio Ferdinand, Gary Neville
and David James — and the impact they had as
footballers in terms of disseminating HIV
awareness messages was immense."

Football offers lifeline in Mali

The Football Association joined forces
with the charity International Service
to deliver “Coaching for Hope",

a football-based initiative aimed at
delivering HIV/Aids messages through
youth coaching in Mali.

FA coaches Steve Rutter and Alan Gillett ran a
week-long youth coaching course to a mixed
group of 25 local coaches in the Stade 26
Mars in Bamako. In tandem with the coaching
sessions, the coaches attended HIV/Aids
awareness sessions to learn about the disease
which is devastating sub-Saharan Africa.

Three females coaches
were selected to
continue the youth
coaching programme
with 50 girls from a
Bamako orphanage,
some of whom had
never kicked a football
let alone been given a
jersey or put on a pair
of football boots.

“They feel they are princesses now," said
Madame Bibi, who runs the orphanage
where children have found shelter after
being abandoned or left without parents
because of the Aids pandemic. "People
were looking at them in the street and
asking about the strips. It made the children
feel so proud.”

International Service estimates there are
75,000 Aids orphans in Mali. “The HIV
situation is terrible here in Mali," explained
Nawal Boumaza, a health expert from France.
“We want to raise the awareness of young
players about HIV. We make the coaches
aware that part of their responsibility is to
educate their young players about HIV."

Botswana referees receive further boost

"I have no doubt that this achievement will
transform the game over here, especially as it
has to compete with cricket," said McMenemy.

“We were in the middle of the FA seminar in
Port of Spain when Trinidad qualified and it
was amazing to be amongst them, to see
their joy and to start to understand what
qualification means to this country.

"Quialification should ultimately benefit the
grassroots of the game here which is actually
critical for the future of football in this
country and across the region. Appearing at
the World Cup will increase participation and
interest in the game. It will create new
heroes and role models which will give
football development a new direction here."

FIFA Vice President and CONCACAF
President Jack Warner returned from a
parade around the island with the players to
close the FA workshop.

"This seminar could not have come at a better
time," he said. "What has been achieved this
week demonstrates what can be done by a
small country such as ours.

"However, we must continue to find ways to
be successful; to be creative and innovative
in our approach to identifying and
developing high level players.”
