Clubs must notify the result to their respective league whether the fixture is played or not by 7:30 p.m. on the date of the fixture

In the event that a fixture is postponed arrangements must be placed in hand immediately to play the fixture the following week. If the Referee attends the postponed fixture then he/she is entitled to claim half fee and travelling expenses. After the initial postponement, should the home club ground still be declared unfit for play and the opponents ground is fit for play then the draw will be reversed. 

This information must be notified to the D. C. F. A. office immediately.
The Winning Club must submit a FULLY and CORRECTLY COMPLETED 
Match Result Sheet to the office within 3 days

How to… Submit SMS Results via Fulltime.
