In the quarter-final, a local derby vs Stoke Gifford was the order of the
day, we found ourselves on the back foot, trailing 2-0 with 10 minutes to
go, before a Will Davis header and Sam Wentland penalty sent the game
to penalties. The winning moment was a Joe Wilkins penalty sending FC
Rangers through 5-4.

For the semi-final, Woodlands Spartak awaited, a game in which we
dominated but found ourselves up against an inspired goalkeeper who
made 3 or 4 heroic saves to keep them in the tie and taking the game all
the way to penalties after finishing 0-0 in normal time.

We eventually came out on top 4-3 in the shootout.
