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COVID-19 UPDATE
PLEASE ENSURE THAT YOU ADHERE TO THE LATEST 

GOVERNMENT GUIDELINES 

The UK Government has confirmed that or-
ganised sports, which include Steps 3-6 of the 
National League System [NLS], Tiers 3-6 of the 
Women’s Football Pyramid [WFP] and outdoor 
grassroots football, can continue as an exemp-
tion to its latest planned measures in response 
to COVID-19.
 
Organised football activity is currently permit-
ted at these levels but it is extremely important 
that clubs, players, coaches, match officials, 
league officials, volunteers, parents, carers, 
and facility providers continue to strictly follow 
both the UK Governments’ latest guidance on 
COVID-19 and respective bespoke guidelines 
from the FA. 

Re-starting the game at these levels has been a 
significant challenge for everyone involved and 
we must acknowledge the hard work, passion 
and commitment of the football family. How-
ever, it is vital that we all adhere to these guide-
lines and ensure it can continue in a safe and 
secure way. 

As part of this exemption, The FA can also clarify 
that clubs at Steps 3-6 of the NLS and Tiers 3-4 
of the WFP remain permitted to accommodate 
a phased and limited return of spectators if they 
follow the UK Governments’ latest guidance on 
Covid-19 and The FA’s guidelines for the NLS or 
WFP.

Clubs in the Regional NLS Feeder Leagues, Tiers 
5-7 of the WFP and outdoor grassroots football 
also remain permitted to accommodate so-
cially-distanced spectators but they too must 
adhere to the UK Governments’ latest guidance 
on Covid-19 and The FA guidelines for outdoor 
grassroots football. 

Supporters are the life force of our national 
sport and The FA hopes to see them return in 
greater numbers across the country as soon as it 
is safe and possible. However, we must continue 
to work together and play our part by following 
all the relevant guidelines if this is to become a 
reality.

The FA remains in consultation with the Depart-
ment for Digital, Culture, Media & Sport, the 
Sports Grounds Safety Authority, leagues and 
competitions and will provide an update on the 
further returns of supporters – including sched-
uled pilot events – in due course.

ADAM AMOS
Adam is a 1st year U18 who has been with Mon-
eyfields for 4 seasons and is a strong number 9 
who can score goals. He also is the best header of 
the ball in the Youth Team.

ADAM VOLLER 
Adam is a 1st year U18 who is a very fast striker 
who can score goals. He also sets up goals and is 
a terror for defenders with his blistering speed. 
Adam has had minutes with the 1st team in a 
preseason friendly.

BASSY SCOTT 
Bassy is a 1st year U18 who’s has been described 
as an old fashioned centre back because of his 
physical size but technically he is very accom-
plished and has a great left foot. This is Bassy’s 
3rd season with Moneyfields and has had 
minutes with the reserve team in a preseason 
friendly. 

CALLUM AITKEN 
Callum is a 2nd year U18 who’s is a very accom-
plished centre back who has been unlucky so far 
this season with a back injury. This is Callum’s 
2nd season with Moneyfields.

CALEB NEALE 
Caleb is a 1st year U18 who’s is a super fast tricky 
wide man who scores and setup goals for others. 
Defenders do not like Caleb attacking them. This 
is Caleb’s 2nd season with Moneyfields.

CHARLIE MCNALLY 
Charlie is a 2nd year U18 who’s our international 
player who comes from all the way down under 
Australia. Charlie is a tricky winger with a turn of 
pace and can be a handful for defenders. This is 
Charlie’s 2nd season with Moneyfields.

DAN BARRETT 
Dan is a 1st year U18 who’s a very good brave 
goalkeeper and is currently the U18’s 2nd keeper. 
He has next year to make his mark as no. 1. This is 
Dan’s 4th season with Moneyfields.

Dehran started with Moneyfields when he was 7 
but played for another team for 2 season before 
rejoining Moneys last season. Dehran is a very 
athletic midfielder who can score goals and can 
also play in defence.

Josh can play defensive and attacking midfield 
and has got better and better each game he 
plays. He can get in the box and score goals from 
both postions. This is Josh’s 2nd season with 
Moneyfields.

Louie is a 2nd year U18 and can play anywhere 
along the back four. He has cemented a centre 
back spot for the U18’s with some great perfo-
mances so far this season. This is Louie’s 2nd 
season with Moneyfields.

Lucca is a 1st year U18 and is a very competitive 
dominant central midfielder. Unfortunately, 
Lucca will not always be available this season due 
to his college studies. This is Lucca’s 3rd season 
with Moneyfields.

Michael is a 1st year U18 and is very competitive 
with a strong left foot. His main position is central 
midfield but is doing a great job at left back. 
Michael started off at Moneyfields U8’s but had a 
change for a couple of seasons before returning 
2018.

Ollie is a 1st year U18 and is a typical number 10 
postion. He hustles and bustles defenders with 
his quickness and strong presence and can setup 
and score goals.
