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CLUB HISTORY

The team was formed in 2010 by Jason Harris and Dave Brownlie at Pickwick, before
becoming Horndean in 2019. Current coaches Neil Perkins & Glen Mees joined the club in 2016
and Liz Barnden has been helping for years.

(also top during the season curtailed due to COVID-19), winning seven straight Portsmouth A
leagues and the U18 Hants Youth League East last season, with a team of U17’s.
