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CLUB HISTORY

Eversley FC was originally formed in 1910, but returned to play in Eversley Village in 2008
after unfortunately being without a ground to call home. Eversley FC were a founder of the
Surrey Elite Intermediate League, with the Boars becoming Champions in the 2008-9 season
(on goal difference). The following season, Eversley joined the Combined Counties League in
Division One, finishing mid-table in their first season.

Playing in the CCL in recent seasons, the 2012/13 season saw the Boars finish in second
place, but due to ground grading requirements were prevented from moving up to the CCL
Premier Division. Since then, E&CFC have consistently finished in the top half of the division,
only missing out on promotion narrowly in the 2015/16 and 2016/17 seasons.

The adult section of Eversley & California FC now consists of the Mens First Team, Mens
Reserves, Ladies First Team, Ladies Reserves, VETs and the Sunday Team, as of the 2021/22
season.
