
Across a playing season, Cards and Misconduct sanctions result in fines and suspensions. Further to this, they also carry with  
them ‘Penalty Points’, which in turn contribute to various thresholds across a playing season. Respect Threshold Sanctions  
have been highlighted in the table below:

Sanction Reason Club/Team? Charge
Having 2 or more incidents causing a match to be abandoned Club E20

Having 4 or more charges either violent conduct, Assault on a Match Official,  
Physical Contact against a Match Official or Assault by Participant on Participant

Club E20

Having exceeded the Discipline Points threshold of 75 in the season (1st Threshold) Team E20
Having exceeded the Discipline Points threshold of 150 in the season (2nd Threshold) Team E20
