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ROYAL NAVY CUP COMPETITION 2024-25 – CALL FOR ENTRIES
1.
Introduction.   The above competition will take place from Dec 24 – Jun 25. Entries are invited from all Establishments, Ships and Units.
2.
Aims.  The Navy Cup was presented to The RNFA for Competition by The Officers of The Fleet and Harbour Establishments in 1912 and is a blue ribbon football competition in the RNFA calendar. The competition gives all Establishment, Ship or Unit football teams the opportunity to play competitive football in the RNFA’s most prestigious competition.
3.          Entries.  Are to be forwarded to Mr. Peter Gamble ( peter.gamble@navyfa.com ) by no later than Fri 29 Nov 24.  There will be an entry fee of £20.00 per team, payment can be sent via BACS or cheque. BACS details are Royal Navy FA Account No – 46349979 and Sort Code – 56-00-64. Please append the following reference, ‘N.Cup – Team Name’. 

4. 
Competition Format.  The format of the competition will be decided once entry numbers are confirmed with the intention to play the initial games on a regional basis due to increasing demands on deploying units and training establishments. On Wed 04 Dec 24 the draw will be released along with the competition rules. Please note that the competition runs from Dec 24- Jun 25 therefore all teams entering the competition are to ensure that they can potentially fulfil a fixture within this timeline.
5.
Games.. Each game will be played under FA football rules. Law 7. A match lasts for two equal halves of 45 minutes which may only be reduced if agreed between the referee and the two teams before the start of the match and is in accordance with competition rules.

Half time. Players are entitled to an interval at half-time, not exceeding 15 minutes. Competition rules must state the duration of the half-time interval, and it may be altered only with the referee’s permission.

6.       Officials. It is the responsibility of the home team to book Officials for the fixture. Officials are to be appointed by the RNFA Officials secretary. 

7.
Team manager. All teams are required to nominate a Team Manager for the competition. It will be the duty of the Team Manager to ensure that their team are ready in all aspects for their respective kick off times.
8.
Squad submission.  Personnel may only play for their establishment, ship or unit to which they are assigned, and once cup tied are not allowed to play for another team if re-assigned during the competition.  Where an establishment, ship or unit is unable to enter a team of its own, personnel may compete for that unit’s accounting base or headquarters. HMNB PORTSMOUTH, HMNB DEVONPORT and HMNB CLYDE are to declare which units are thus included in their own entry. Due to transients in postings and appointments any doubt in regard to a team playing squad should be brought to the attention of the RNFA no later than 48 hours prior to fixture, failure to do so involving fielding an ineligible player may result in the teams removal from the competition.

Squad declaration forms can be found in Annex A.

9.       Point System. If preliminary format is in League format, League position will be determined by the following points system.

a. 3 points per win

b. 1 points score draw.
c. Nil point for loss.

All results must be returned to Mr Peter Gamble RNFA Assistant Secretary to update the league table.

10. 
Dress.  Where possible Unit/establishment Football colours are to be worn and agreed by both teams to avoid colour clash. Correct and permitted footwear must be worn and all players are required to wear shinpads.
11. 
Substitutes. Teams are allowed to name 7 substitutes and can use 5 from 7.

Prizes.  Prizes will be awarded on completion of the competition final by the RNFA.

13.
Medical. All teams should ensure they have a medical bag throughout any fixture. One squad member or Staff are to be First Aid trained, however for more serious incidents the home team’s accident SOP is to be followed. This will also include the location of the defibrillator. 
14.
Nutrition.  All participants are responsible to ensure adequate nutrition to participate in sport. Water is to be supplied by the teams/individuals to reduce the risk of heat illness. 

15.
Permission to use images.  As participants in this event, it is deemed that individuals have given permission to use images of themselves conducting RNFA activity for Royal Navy communications, marketing, and branding purposes. Participants hereby release and grant to the Royal Navy and Crown Copyright, and his or her assigns, licensees, and legal representatives, the irrevocable right to use any photographs taken during the above period, in all forms and media, whether now existing or not yet created, and in all manners, including composite or distorted representations, for communications, advertising, trade, promotional, political, charitable, education, or any other lawful purposes. Participants waive any rights to inspect or approve the finished versions, including written copy that may be created in correction therewith; assured the photographs or videos shall not represent the participant in any derogatory manner. Individuals have the right to opt out prior to engagement; a minimum of 24 hours must be given in writing.
