Introduction

The Royal Navy (RN) Inter Regional Men’s Football Championship will take place between Mon 25–Thu 28 Sep 17 at HMS Temeraire.
Aim  
The Inter Regional Football Championship is an annual competition which provides players with a pathway from grass roots ship/establishment level, to representing their region. It will expose players to a higher standard of football and provide RN representative Team Managers with an opportunity to evaluate players, potentially leading to selection for the RN.
Entry Fee
There will be an entry fee of £50 per region, this is to cover the cost of officials and prizes. This fee is to be forwarded to the Assistant Secretary, POPT Charrett at the address found at the top of this memorandum.
Accommodation

Each region will be responsible for their own accommodation and should book at the earliest opportunity via the Naval Service Sports Accommodation Manager, Mr Paul Mawer (nssam@btconnect.com / 02392 861860). 
Eligibility/First Claim

Each Region will have the opportunity to select one RN U23 player to represent their region during the competition. Regions must ensure they inform the RN U23 Management Team of their selected U23 player by no later than Mon 11 Sep 17. Failure to do so by this date will result in the RN U23 Management Team having full eligibility of squad selection. Any questions regarding the eligibility of any players are to be directed to the Secretary RNFA.
U23 Eligibility
By Mon 18 Sep, the RN U23 Team Manager is to provide the U23 squad to all other Team Managers for the tournament. This will provide clarity to all Team Managers which U23 players have been selected to represent the RN U23s. Under no circumstances may any U23 players be requested post Mon 18 Sep.
Squads

Squads are to consist of a maximum of 20 players. A squad declaration sheet which can be found at Annex A is to be forwarded to the Assistant Secretary (navynps-peoplesptrnso3a@mod.uk) by no later than Wed 20 Sep 17.  A team sheet must be handed to the Referee one hour before each game commences, this must consist of players from the initial squad declaration sheet that is forwarded to the Assistant Secretary.

Player Discipline/Rules
Discipline/rules for the competition will be in accordance with Reference B with the following additional information. 
a.
A red card issued will result in non-participation in any further part in the competition. However, if a red card is awarded for the any of the following offences in the first game then the player(s) are only to miss then next game.

· S4  - denies the opposing team a goal or obvious goal-scoring opportunity, by deliberately handling the ball
· S5 - denies an obvious goal-scoring opportunity to an opponent moving towards the goal by offence punishable by a free kick or penalty kick.
· S7  - receives a second caution 
Team Manager’s Responsibilities
A Team Manager’s brief will take place in the Sportsman’s Arms on Mon 25 Sep at 0900. Team Managers are to present a squad declaration sheet to the Referee one hour before the scheduled kick off time. All officials and match balls will be provided by the RNFA.
Food
Food will be provided for both squads and officials on completion of the Final which takes place on Thu 28 Sep 17, 1900KO.
Access/Car Parking
Personnel are to display ID at all times whilst transiting within the establishment. If personnel wish to enter the main building of HMS Temeraire, they are to enter/exit through the main entrance ensuring they sign in/out. Car parking within HMS Temeraire is very limited. Where possible, teams are requested to keep vehicles to a minimum.

Laundry
