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PDC Player Dispensation
Should a talented young girl be unable to attend a FA Girls’ Centre of Excellence due to the travel time and distance as per rule:

5.11 
Centres must adhere to a maximum 90-minutes travelling time from home to the training ground for all age groups. 

The following actions may be taken:

Step One:

· A PDC nominates an exceptional player to the closest FA Girls’ Centre of Excellence Technical Director

· The player is scouted by the Technical Director of the Centre of Excellence within a training or PDC friendly fixture environment. 

Step Two:
· The Centre of Excellence writes to the FA Girls’ Centres of Excellence Sub Committee to ask for special dispensation, allowing the player to train at her local PDC and play in the Centre of Excellence fixture programme.

Step Three:
· The player is to attend a trial period of 3 consecutive fixtures, in which time an FA scout or international coach must attend to write a formal report on the player.

· During this fixture weekend the player must not play in any fixtures with their grassroots club.

Step Four:
· The reports are tabled / emailed to the FA Girls’ Centres of Excellence Sub Committee for a final decision.

· If agreed the player should de-register from her grassroots club.

The dispensation should be granted on a season by season basis, and a Centre of Excellence will only be granted a maximum of 3 player dispensations across all age groups per season.
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
